Grand total for quarter: 4,093. We had 30 reference requests. 233 patrons used our computers and 721 people accessed our Wi-Fi. There were 35 meetings in our conference room. We welcomed 29 new members and renewed 40 memberships. Our E-Sports program brought in 153 patrons and received sponsorship from Grinnell Mutual. The Bookmobile served 40 patrons at Brooklyn Community Estate. We had 226 patrons attend our weekly Story Time program.
