PUBLIC WORKS

Council reviewed letter from MMS Consultants. A few changes were made. Council is willing to except the date of November 20, 2017 for the start-up of Major Processes to calculate liquidated damages. Motion by Clayton, 2nd by Harter to approve $95,885.44 as final payment for the New Waste Water Treatment Plant. All Ayes, Motion carried.
Brian Altemeier’s water meter test results came back. The meter is testing at 95% so the meter is working correctly. Brian will need to pay for the testing on the meter. Motion by Tubbs, 2nd by Taylor to approve sewer credit of anything over 50,000 gallons for the year 2018. All Ayes, Motion carried. 

Brian would also like to meter each trailer. According to City Ordinance there is a meter deposit of $200 for each meter. Since there are tenants already in the trailers Council agreed that they will not have to pay a meter deposit but any future tenants will have to pay a meter deposit. Motion by Clayton, 2nd by Harter to approve metering each individual trailer with new tenants paying the deposit as they move in. All Ayes, Motion carried.
