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ORDINANCE NO. 2021-01
AN ORDINANCE CHANGING RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS FOR UTILITY BOARD TRUSTEES

SECTION ONE:  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to change the residency requirements for utility board trustees under Chapter 23 of the City Code of Ordinances.


SECTION TWO:  
Section 23.03 is amended to read as follows:


1.
The Mayor shall appoint, subject to the approval of the Council, three persons to the Board to serve as trustees for staggered six-year terms.    Trustees shall be 18 years of age or older.  No public officer or employee of the City may serve on a Utility Board.


2.
At the time of appointment, trustees shall reside within the city limits of Brooklyn, Iowa or shall have a majority ownership of an ongoing business located within the city limits.

3.
If a trustee moves outside the city limits during his or her term, or ceases to have a majority ownership of an ongoing business located with the city limits, the trustee may continue to serve until the end of the term so long as the trustee resides within five miles of the city limits, but the trustee shall not be appointed to another term.


4.
If at any time more than one trustee resides outside the city limits, then the trustee who has served on the board the longer or longest period of time shall remain on the board.  The other trustee or trustees who reside outside the city limits shall cease their office, and a replacement or replacements shall be appointed.


5.
A Board member shall not serve more than three consecutive terms.  After serving three consecutive terms, a Board member shall not be appointed to the Board until after a passage of two or more years.


6.
A Board member appointed to fill a vacancy may be appointed to three full terms after serving out the vacancy appointment.


SECTION THREE:  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


SECTION FOUR:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect immediately after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
