BUILDING, PLANNING & ZONING
Scott Pottorff with MMS Consultants updated Council on the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Scott received an estimate from an outside contractor for the 12’ building addition for the Sewer Plant. The estimate from the contractor was between $35,000 to $40,000. The General Contractor for the project submitted a change order to MMS Consultants in the amount of $78,874.16. This change order is pending.
Council heard recommendation from Planning & Zoning Commission to approve request by Brooklyn Elevator, to rezone 700 and 714 Middle Street from R-1 Residential to C-2 Commercial District. Motion by Clayton, 2nd by Harter accepting recommendation.  All Ayes, Motion carried. Motion by Clayton , 2nd by Harter setting date for Public Hearing on the matter for March 5, 2018 at 6:00 P.M. in the council chambers. All Ayes, Motion carried.
