PUBLIC WORKS

Motion by Tubbs, 2nd by Clayton to raise the well water rates from $3.00 per 1,000 gallons to $10.00 per 1,000 gallons. All Ayes, Motion carried.
Scott Pottorff with MMS Consultants discussed with Council about the progress on the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Council has established a deadline of April 30, 2018 for Calacci Construction Company to begin on the remaining work on the project. If they do not begin work on site by April 30, the City intends to hire another contractor to finish the work and make a claim against the performance and payment bond for the project to pay for the remaining work. The City expects that the remaining work be completed prior to June 1, 2018. The City intends to continue to charge liquidated damages of $1,500 per day for each day until the project is completed per the contract documents. If no progress is made on finishing the project soon, the City will have no choice but to consider other options to get the project completed.
BUILDING, PLANNING & ZONING

Council reviewed building permits.

Laura updated the Council on the Opera House. The City received a $100,000 Community Catalyst and Building Remediation Grant from the Iowa Economic Development Authority thanks to Laura submitting the application.
