PUBLIC WORKS

Scott Pottorff with MMS Consultants updated Council on the Waste Water Treatment Plant. They seeded the site today and the site was not even prepped for seeding. The specs state that seeding is to occur between April 1 and May 15 or between August 15 and September 15. The City Council will not accept seeding if it happens outside of the dates. Brian and Scott are looking for sub-contractors to finish the work that needs to be done to finish the plant.
BUILDING, PLANNING & ZONING

Council reviewed building permits.
Council reviewed request from Dollar General Store and Raymond and Marlene Williams to rezone 1781 400th Ave (Clay Street & 600’ South of Brady) from IL to C-2. Zoning Administer Brian VanTomme recommends to the Planning and Zoning Commission to allow the rezoning. The Planning and Zoning Commission will meet at 5:45 P.M. on Monday July 2, 2018.

OTHER

Tammy Kriegel representing the Library came to give their annual report. The Library kicked off its summer reading program on Monday, June 4th with Dino O’Dell. Dino is a professional musician and story teller. This was a huge success with 55 children in attendance. The summer reading program will run the month of July with various activities each day. Due to a generous donation from Diane Gillette and a $4,000.00 grant from the Poweshiek County Alliance the library is in the process of getting handicap accessible doors.

Sheri Sharer and Tammy Kriegel gave their annual report. They are getting ready to close out the fiscal year and have several reports to get ready for the upcoming audit. Sheri has to get all the budget numbers into the system and prepare all reports for the auditors. Last year the girls received a huge compliment that the City was the best prepared City that they have ever done
