NEW BUSINESS
Library Budget – Tammy submitted a budget for the 2023-2024 fiscal year.  The revenue totaled $94,846.00 and the expenditures $77,750.00.  It was decided to increase part time salaries from $5,000 to $6,000 changing the expenditures to $78,750.00. LIBRARY DIRECTORS REPORT
Friends of the Library are offering free classes at the library.  There will be many in the coming year.  The first is a beginner’s class on knitting and crocheting tonight, January 10th at 5:00.
The book club will resume on January 27th at 1:30.  The book is The Lilac Girls by Martha Hall Kelly.
Library Director - Josh has completed all training and is now a fully endorsed State of Iowa Library Director.
Donation –we received a generous anonymous donation for $2.000.00. Here is a copy of her note.  Josh, from your Facebook posts, I’ve followed all the activities.  Video games, story hours, wildlife speakers, and lots of new books.  It’s great to see the Library is Busy!  Please use the funds as needed.
Quarterly Report – We had 26 reference requests. 136 patrons used our computers and 758 people accessed our wifi. 45 groups used the conference room.  We welcomed 24 new members and renewed 31.  100 participants came to story time.  85 participants visited our escape room.  45 people came to book clubs. We served 45 residents with the Bookmobile.  82 students competed in the E-Sports program, and 9 patrons enjoyed the puzzle challenge.  The numbers continue to increase.
