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ORDINANCE NO. 2022-01
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF BROOKLYN, IOWA, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS RELATED TO OUTSIDE WATER METERS
BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Brooklyn, Iowa:

SECTION 1. SECTION MODIFIED. Section 91.10 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Brooklyn, Iowa is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:


91.10 CONDITIONS – Change #10 to say The customer must leave a deposit of the cost value of the meter with the City Clerk.  Change #11 Take out the current charge is sixty-five dollars ($65.00)
SECTION 2.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Section 91.10 SEPARATE METER FOR OUTSIDE WATERING of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Brooklyn, Iowa, is repealed.

SECTION THREE:  REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part of the ordinance not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


SECTION FOUR:  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect immediately after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
