LIBRARY DIRECTORS REPORT

A. Quarterly Numbers: Josh was very happy with the quarterly numbers.  1,942 patrons visited the library last quarter, 229 patrons used computers and 681 accessed Wi-Fi.  We welcomed 42 new members and renewed 25.  

B. Friends of the Library Donations: Josh has wanted to update the children’s area. The Friends of the Library has agreed to purchase two cut out standing murals to excite the children.


Halloween Activities:  Starting October 5th thru the 31st, our library will be hosting two different Halloween themed events, both made possible by Friends of the Library. These events will be ongoing for the entire month, are free, and are available by registering for a time you can come with family and friends. This will also allow us to maintain proper social distancing guidelines by limiting those involved for each session. 
The first event is an escape room where your group has to solve clues in order to escape a mad scientist's clutches! Entire time involved is 75 minutes. 

The second is a murder mystery, where you and your party must discover the murderer that walks among you. Costumes are encouraged! The entire time involved is 60-120 minutes.

Both events are for ages 13 and up. Don't worry; we are planning stuff for our younger crowd too!


C. True Value Donation: BGM Community School started a STEM program but had to cut back.  The library hopes to get this up and going strong.  
STEM = Science, Technology, Engineering, Math

· High school — The program of study focuses on the application of the subjects in a challenging and rigorous manner. ...

This will be an after school program.  Rusty Clayton generously kicked off the program by giving a $1,000.00 donation.  Josh has applied for a $2,000.00 grant to help also.  We are very excited to get this program off and running.
